
Sunday Notes: February 15, 2026
Kingdom Authority

Foundational Scripture(s): Revelation 1:17-19- John describing Jesus- Jesus has the keys to hell and
death. And when I saw him, I fell at his feet as dead. And he laid his right hand upon me, saying unto
me, Fear not; I am the first and the last:
18 I am he that liveth, and was dead; and, behold, I am alive for evermore, Amen; and have the keys of
hell and of death.

Jesus is God not a man. The scripture above refers to the Keys of authority here on the earth Jesus
has given to the believer. Keys give you access to something. This something is dominion. It is
legal-spiritual-authority.
When you understand that you have been made a king, you begin to act as a king here on earth.
Kings decree. What they speak is established and cannot change or be taken back. An example of
this is found in Matthew 14:6. Herod was having a birthday party and the daughter of Herodias
danced for the guests, pleasing King Herod so much that he told her in advance, that he would give
whatever she asked, not knowing that she would ask for the head of John the Baptist, a prophet
who King Herod did not want to kill, However, because he already decreed she could have what
she asked for, he could not take his word back. Ecclesiastes 8:4 says, where the word of a king is,
there is power.  
Revelation 1:5- 6- KJV- And from Jesus Christ, who is the faithful witness, and the first begotten of
the dead, and the prince of the kings of the earth. Unto him that loved us, and washed us from our
sins in his own blood,

6 And hath made us kings and priests unto God and his Father; to him be glory and dominion for ever
and ever. Amen.  Jesus is the King of Kings- He made us kings here on earth. We have authority from
Jesus to speak and it cannot be changed! So when we release our decrees by faith it becomes a
spiritual law on earth that cannot be changed! Kings decree- Priests pray. We have to begin to decree
according to God’s word with the mindset of who we are as believers- Kings on earth!
The Mirror Bible says: Decisions and decrees made in alignment with God’s will (which is His word)
shall be established.  



STOP looking for God to do something he has given you authority to do. An Example of this is found in
: Matthew 8:23-27. Jesus had already told the disciples they were going to the other side. He was
asleep and a storm arose, instead of operating in their authority, they woke Jesus up afraid- the first
thing he said was, “Why are you afraid? Then he said oh you of little faith. Then he rebuked the winds.
Jesus expected them to have done the same thing!
You are where you are today as a believer, based on what you have been
decreeing/declaring/speaking. You have either tied God’s hands with your negative speaking or
Released God’s hands. If you don’t WANT what you SEE, SAY what you WANT!
Your words have the ability to create an atmosphere for blessings. YOU can speak destiny into your
future!
When you decree- God’s favor shows up.
In the story of Job, the devil came to God trying to destroy Job’s blessings, but even he realized that
God had already established a hedge of protection around Job that the devil could not touch him!
Satan understood the spiritual law already put in place by God.
Job 22:28- tells us that if we decree a thing it shall be established. The Pulpit Commentary says, Thou
shalt also decree a thing, and it shall be established unto thee. Whatever thou resolvest on, i.e; God
shall ratify with his authority, and bring to pass in due time for thy benefit—a promise To ratify is to
sign or give formal consent to an agreement, making it officially valid. This let’s us know that when we
decree according to God’s word, He comes into agreement with us, and makes what we say official and
valid here on earth! 
In Genesis 1:26- God establishes man’s dominance or legal authority given to Adam who lost it through
sin/disobedience. Jesus regained it through His death on the cross.
Matthew 28:18-And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is given unto me in heaven and
in earth.- Jesus then delegated this power and authority back to us- the church as believers. Jesus is
more powerful than ALL governments, powers and rule. We come in the name of Jesus, the name that
is ABOVE every name. When you decree “in the name of Jesus,” you take Jesus’ place here on earth-
you become His voice, you are in His stead with delegated power and authority. His name grants you
access to His presence.



Ephesians 1:20 AMPC.- Jesus is seated in heaven on the throne, far ABOVE ALL rule, ALL authority,
ALL power, ALL dominion. HIS name is named above all and it is a title conferred not only in that age,
but now. ALL things are under His feet. Jesus appointed universal and supreme head (the highest
rank). His headship is exercised through the church. We are His body and in us lives the Full measure
of God- He makes everything complete every where- He made is ALIVE- the life of God is in you! He
quickened us together with Him. He raised us up together to sit in heavenly places with Him. When He
rose, we rose. We are seated in the seat of power-authority-rule.
Ephesians 1:5 AMPC- tells us God gave us the very life of Christ Himself. For He foreordained us
(destined us, planned in love for us) to be adopted (revealed) as His own children through Jesus Christ,
in accordance with the purpose of His will [[a]because it pleased Him and was His kind intent]—
You have been delivered from judgement. This is the reason you can be confident in operating as
a King- we will not be judged as the world, only our sin will be judge us.
Colossians 3:1-2 Passion Translation-Christ’s resurrection is your resurrection too. This is why we
are to yearn for all that is above, for that’s where Christ sits enthroned at the place of all power,
honor, and authority! Yes, feast on all the treasures of the heavenly realm and fill your thoughts
with heavenly realities, and not with the distractions of the natural realm.
Your ability to decree will be affected by fear. Speak in faith the word- every thing that does not
line up to the word of God is a distraction.
